KSHSAA Buffer Week

The KSHSAA Senior High Fall Athletic Buffer Week is Monday, November 7 thru
Sunday, November 13®. There shall be no athletic practice, offseason conditioning,
informal basketball shooting, working out on wrestling mats, etc. in school owned
facilities during the fall athletic buffer week. Athletic activities of this nature may not
be held under the supervision of a school staff member in non-school facilities. This
means a moratorium on all school sponsored athletic activities during this

week. Gymnasiums shall not be open to students during the fall athletic buffer week
for purposes of shooting baskets, working out with weights, etc. outside of school
hours. Physical education classes are considered part of the school day. Buffer week
does not eliminate football practices for those senior high schools who qualify for
tootball playoffs until such time their footballs season is over.
